HOW TO RESERVE YOUR TRIP

Because we keep our groups small the trips tend to fill up fast so call us right away to check availability for the dates of your choice.

Making Your Reservation: Once confirmed we will hold your reservation for ten days until your deposit has been received.  A supplementary information package with detailed itinerary and "things to bring: lists will be sent to you at the time of confirmation.  Please notify us if you have any special dietary requests, require single tent space or special handling.

Deposit: A 50% deposit for each space assures your reservation on the trip.  If you cancel with more than 60 days there is a $500 U.S Dollar cancellation fee.  The balance is due 60 days before the departure date, or no later than June 1st.  We accept last minute reservations for most trips up until 30 days before departure but due to logistical reasons we we'll not over-book our trips.  We cannot issue a refund if you cancel with less than 60 days notice unless you can find a replacement.

Trip Cancellation Insurance:

Should you have to cancel your trip because of illness, injury, death to you or a family member, this insurance protects all your deposits and payments, as well as protecting you should you miss your flight of connections due to weather.  Please inform us at the time of booking, as this insurance is unavailable after making your reservation.  We strongly recommend the purchase of trip insurance. After meeting us at the rendezvous point in Duluth or Minneapolis , Minnesota, depending on the trip chosen, you will be driven to the staring point for a week of incredible paddling in Ontario's secluded forest waters.

We travel at a relaxed pace, savoring the serenity of this unique wilderness.  We'll camp early, leaving you plenty of time for some great fishing, swimming in the warm water, wildlife viewing, hiking and exploring.  Lake trout, pike, bass, and walleye are caught with help from our guides.

We take Pride in our cooking ability and on all our trips you can count on big hearty meals guaranteed to please.  And you can expect to eat at least 3 to 5 fresh caught fish dinner during the course of the trip.

Evenings are spent reading, relaxing, and sharing stories around the campfire.

How to get started

First you will need to get to Duluth, Minnesota, or Minneapolis, St. paul it is one day before your departure date.  If  by air fly Northwest Airlines  via  Minn./St.Paul or American Airlines via Chicago though our choice is Northwest. Flights arrive in Duluth at 6pm and Depart at the same time one week later.

From there we will pick you up at the airport in Duluth and drive north along beautiful Lake Superior about 2 hours.  The transfer price is included in our one package price no other outfitter does this.

Once we arrive at our destination we will have arranged for you’re over night stay at Voyager lodge on the Sea Gull River by the Canadian border.  This is also included in our packaged price.  

The next morning we will have a hardy breakfast at the lodge and when your ready will hop in the tow boats to Quetico.  Where we will start our trip.  The taxi tow is built in to our prices.

On the final day of your trip we will have a short paddle to the border where we will be picked up and towed back to the loge for a hot shower and some clean cloths.  Then its’ off to Grand Marais for lunch and back down the lake to the airport by 5pm. You should be back on the west coast before 10 pm that same night. Yes once again it’s all included along with a hot shower.
